Disclosable Pecuniary Interests

Disclosable pecuniary interests must be notified to the Monitoring Officer within 28 days from when you become a councillor in
accordance with the statutory requirements of the Localism Act 2011. These are enforced by criminal sanction, and failure to
register or declare such an interest at a meeting is a criminal offence. You must keep your register up to date so, as soon as a new
interest needs to be registered or you cease to hold an interest, you must also notify the Monitoring Officer within 28 days.

You must register your own disclosable pecuniary interests and those of your partner, which means spouse or civil partner, a
person with whom you are living as husband or wife, or a person with whom you are living as if you are civil partners.
