(Pursuant to Birmingham City Council’s Code of Conduct for Members) 

 
 
 

An Elected or Co-opted Member must, within 28 days of receiving any gift or hospitality over 
the value of £50, provide written notification to the authority's Monitoring Officer [City Solicitor] 
of the existence and nature of that gift or hospitality.
